Code of Conduct

Students are expected to conduct themselves in a responsible and mature manner at all times. This includes being sensitive to members of the group and to the group as a whole, as well as to cultural norms and behavior.

Rules of Conduct: Students studying abroad are subject to the same rules and regulations as students at their home campuses. The University of Wisconsin Colleges reserves the right to limit your access to program services or to suspend or expel you from the study abroad program if your conduct violates the relevant provisions of the Wisconsin Administrative Code which governs student conduct. However, the University of Wisconsin Colleges reserves the right to modify its procedures for responding to allegations of misconduct as necessary to meet the circumstances presented by each host country or program.

There are additional rules of conduct for students studying abroad that are designed to protect the safety of participants and ensure that students benefit fully from their travel in other countries.

Attendance: Students are required to attend all scheduled outings.
Following Directions: Traveling with a large group requires organization and coordination. Schedules for site visits, movement at airports and train stations, and other areas concerning travel arrangements will often necessitate a certain regimentation which the course instructor must impose and which students must follow.

Driving Abroad: Students may not operate motor vehicles of any kind while studying abroad. Driving regulations and habits in many countries are different from those in the United States, and driving overseas can be frustrating and potentially dangerous. Your family’s liability insurance may not be valid overseas.

Alcohol: Anyone under the age of 21 is not permitted to drink alcohol on overseas trips regardless of the laws of the country you are in. For those 21 and over, drinking to excess or placing yourself in a position where you are not in control of your situation is dangerous to your health and safety. Overseas, beer and wine are consumed socially with meals. Drinking to excess marks you as an “ugly American”, leaves you vulnerable to street crime and guarantees that you will not be accepted by your host culture.

Drugs: Stay away from illegal drugs. The myth that drugs are freely available and officially sanctioned in other countries is untrue. Drugs, including marijuana and hashish, are illegal abroad as well as in the United States. Do not take chances with your future.

Anyone who enters a foreign country becomes subject to the laws of that country. Possession, use or sale of illegal drugs can result in severe penalties. Mandatory 20-year prison sentences are not uncommon. Neither American laws nor diplomatic representatives abroad will be of help if you are arrested and/or convicted. While the Department of State and Consular Officers overseas are concerned about all Americans arrested abroad, they cannot intervene in the legal process of another country or act as legal counsel on behalf of an imprisoned American citizen.

If you have a medical reason for taking any prescription drug that may be subject to abuse, be sure to have your prescription with you and have the drug clearly labeled. It is recommended that you bring the prescription for all medications that you take with you on your trip.
