Upon request the UW Colleges Financial Aid Office will add the cost of a study abroad trip to your Cost of Attendance. This will not result in additional grant funds. It will maximize a student’s loan eligibility. This applies to those students who are not already using their maximum loan eligibility. 
If you are unsure as to your Direct Loan eligibility, check with your Student Services Office. 
	Maximum loan amounts by dependency status and grade level

Freshman Dependent:	$5,500 of which no more than $3,500 can be Direct Subsidized
Freshman Independent:	$9,500 of which no more than $3,500 can be Direct Subsidized
Sophomore Dependent:	$6,500 of which no more than $4,500 can be Direct Subsidized
Sophomore Independent:	$10,500 of which no more than $4,500 can be Direct Subsidized
