The Federal Parent Loan for Undergraduate Students or PLUS Loan is available to parents of Dependent students.  Dependency is determined by the student’s answers to the following questions:

1. Were you born before January 1, 1986?
2. Are you enrolled as a graduate or professional student (master’s or doctorate program)?

3. As of today, are you married?
4. Do you have children who receive more than half of their support from you between July 1, 2009 and June 30, 2010?
5. At any time since you turned age 13, were both your parents deceased, were you in foster care, or were you a dependent/ward of the court?
6. Are you a veteran of the US Armed Forces?

7. Are you currently serving on active duty in the US Armed Forces for purposes other than training?

8. Do you have dependents (other than children or spouse) who live with you and who receive more than half of their support from you, now through June 30, 2010?

9. Are you or were you an emancipated minor as determined by a court in your state of legal residence?

10. Are you or were you in legal guardianship as determined by a court in your state of legal residence?

11. At any time on or after July 1, 2008, did your high school or school district homeless liaison determine that you were an unaccompanied youth who was homeless?

12. At any time on or after July 1, 2008, did the director of an emergency shelter or transitional housing program funded by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development determine that you were an unaccompanied youth who was homeless?

13. At any time on or after July 1, 2008, did the director of a runaway or homeless youth basic center or transitional living program determine that you were an unaccompanied youth who was homeless or was self-supporting and at risk of being homeless?
If the student is able to answer “Yes” to any of these questions, then he or she is Independent and thus the parent is not eligible to apply for a PLUS Loan.  If the student answers “No” to all of the questions, he or she is Dependent and thus the parent is eligible to apply for a PLUS Loan for the 2009-10 academic year.
To apply for a PLUS Loan, the parent must use this worksheet if either one of the following applies:
1. the student will not be filing a 2009-10 Free Application for Federal Student Aid or FAFSA.  It is recommended that a FAFSA be filed for consideration of all aid programs including student loans; however FAFSA submission is not required for the PLUS Parent Loan.
2. a 2009-10 FAFSA was filed but a PLUS Parent Loan was not offered on the student’s UW Colleges Financial Aid Award Offer.
The parent must complete both of the following steps (only one parent needs to complete this process):

STEP TWO: Complete online:  
1. PLUS Preapproval Application (credit check), and
2. PLUS Master Promissory Note (MPN)  **see note below
Go to www.uwc.edu, select Money Matters, and then click on PLUS Parent Loan Application.  The parent will go through the PLUS Preapproval process based on creditworthiness and then proceed to the PLUS MPN if preapproved.  If denied, the student then is eligible for additional Unsubsidized Stafford Loan funds.  The student must request the additional Unsubsidized Stafford from the UW Colleges Student Financial Aid Office and will be required to submit a copy of the PLUS Loan denial notice with the request.
**If you applied for a PLUS Loan within the last several years and thus have an active PLUS MPN for this student on file with UW Colleges’ loan servicer (Great Lakes), you do not have to complete another PLUS MPN.  However, you are required to complete online the PLUS Preapproval Application annually as your credit may change.  Failure to complete the Preapproval Application each academic year will result in new PLUS Loan awards not being processed.
