STANDING AND BYLAWS

COMMITTEES OF THE

UW COLLEGES SENATE WITH STUDENT REPRESENTATION:

Academic Policy Comittee (Standing Committee)

The Academic Policy Committee in consultation with academic departments and with the Vice Chancellor develops and proposes to the senate guidelines and policies pertaining to academic issues, such as: curricular review and modification, admissions to the UW Colleges, Associate of Arts and Science -degree requirements, academic regulations and student discipline. The student appointed to this committee must be an SGC Senator.

 

Assessment Comittee (Bylaws Committee)

The Assessment Committee shall make recommendations on policies and procedures to the Senate and chancellor regarding assessment of UW Colleges academic programs. The student appointed to this committee may be a student-at-large in the UW Colleges.

 

Budget Comittee (Standing Committee)

The Budget Committee shall, as directed by the Senate, review issues related to budget. The committee shall be consulted by the chancellor for advice on annual and long-range planning of UW Colleges budgets. The student appointed to this committee must be an SGC Senator.

 

Curriculum Comittee (Bylaws Committee)


The committee, in consultation with the vice chancellor, shall review course offerings and proposed curriculum modifications in keeping with Senate policies and shall review course designations for the Associate of Arts and Science Degree. The student appointed to this

committee may be a student-at-large in the UW Colleges.

 

Information and Instructional Technology Committee (Bylaws Committee)

The IITC makes recommendations to the Senate and chancellor regarding all aspects of information and instructional technology, including acquisitions and expenditures, policies and procedures, and provisions for support. The IITC shall also function as an information clearinghouse for news about information and instructional technology. Two students serve on this committee. The students appointed may be students-at-large.

 

Steering Comittee (Standing Committee)

The steering committee shall have the following duties and responsibilities:

1 . Prepare the agenda for the Senate;

2.
Refer specific issues to the appropriate standing committee for recommendation to the Senate;

3.
Act on behalf of the Senate between Senate meeting;

4.
Establish ad hoc committees;

5.
Recommend to the chancellor the names of up to two faculty members (dependent upon chancellor request) for each nominee to university or systemwide faculty advisory committees;

6.
Consult with and make recommendations to the chancellor;

7.
Initiate and carry out studies and make recommendations to faculty and administration on educational policy. In response to administrative requests,or on its own initiative, the steering committee may advise the administration directly or may request Senate consideration of and action on such questions;

8.
Represent the UW Colleges, through its chairperson, on the UW System Faculty Representative Council;

9.
Hold regular meetings and promptly provide minutes to the Senate membership. Meetings may be called by the chairperson or the chancellor on his/her own initiative or at the request of two or more committee members. The student appointed to this committee must be an SGC Senator.
