In Opposition to Consolidating UW Colleges Into Four-Year Institutions
Whereas, Rep. Rob Kreibich (R-Eau Claire) has floated the idea of consolidating each UW College with a nearby four-year university; and

Whereas, the UW Colleges were once satellite campuses of the four-year universities, and separating the Colleges was done for a specific purpose; and

Whereas, the UW Colleges are the institutions of access for the UW System; and

Whereas, consolidating the UW Colleges would devastate the Guaranteed Transfer Program, as guaranteed transfer does not exist between the four-year universities; and

Whereas, the admissions requirements differ between the UW Colleges and the four-year universities, and how these requirements would be integrated is not clear, creating further problems in enrollment management; and

Whereas, the unique campus environment existing at the UW Colleges would be destroyed by such a consolidation; and

Whereas, the fate of UW-Extension in the consolidation is unclear; therefore,

Be it resolved, that the Student Governance Council oppose any proposal to consolidate or merge the UW Colleges into the four-year universities.
