I. Welcoming:

A. ProVost and Vice Chancellor Greg Lampe gave a welcoming speech to open the first fully body meeting of the SGC which was well received and greatly appreciated. 

II. Call to Order:

A. With the attendance of eight UW-Colleges quorum was met.

III. Agenda for 22 October, 2008 approved:

IV. Executive Board Meeting Minutes from 15 October, 2008 approved:

V. Advisor Report, Karley Adney:
A. Karley introduced herself to the SGC delegates and informed the body that she has turned in the paperwork for the SGC purchasing card.

VI. Report, Patti Wise:

A. Patti welcomed the SGC delegates and wished them a wonderful and productive year. 

VII. President Report, Chase Boruch:

A. President Chase Boruch informed the body that the October 17, 2008 Senate meeting at UW-Barron County was very productive and that the UW System Student Representative meeting on October 18, 2008 was also well received.

VIII. Vice President Report, Nicole Polahar: 

A. No report.

IX. Executive Director Report, Britani Lange:

A. Executive Director Britani Lange requested that all delegates who had not yet e-mailed their contact information to her please do so as soon as possible. 

X. Financial Director Report, Rachel Taylor:

A. No report; not present.

XI. New Business:

A. President Chase Boruch asked the SGC delegates to briefly introduce themselves and any pertinent SGC issues. Two such issues that were briefly mentioned included UW-Fox Valley working to fix the mental health funding issues discussed at prior SGC Executive Board meetings, and UW-Waukesha working to put a coffee shop on campus. 

B. President Chase Boruch requested each delegate to send him a brief e-mail before the next full body meeting including their priorities for SGC this year and also what they personally feel the purpose of SGC should be.

C. UW-Fox Valley Delegate Rhys Kuzdas questioned President Chase Boruch on the current issue regarding campus smoking bans and as to whether it is possible for the UW-Colleges to impose a system wide ban or whether it is up to the individual campuses. President Chase Boruch referred question to Patti Wise. Patti Wise answered that such a ban would be put forward to each individual campus and would not be imposed institution wide.
D. UW-Manitowok Delegates left; quorum remained. 

E. The topic returned to the smoking ban which President Chase Boruch marked as an SGC priority. Debate and conversation ensued regarding the availability of designated smoking shelters on campus, whether it is right to prohibit smoking, and the possibility of imposing fines for individuals who do not smoke within designated areas. SGC will revisit this topic at the next meeting and President Chase Boruch urged delegates to return to their campuses and speak with or poll their student bodies to determine student support and opinions. 
F. UW-Fox Valley Delegate Rhys Kuzdas spoke regarding the funding issues affecting UW-Fox Valley’s mental health counseling. He informed the body that the former SGA President of UW-Fox Valley okayed the distribution of $40,000 in funds to pay for the mental health counseling services without a vote or consent for the SGA body. Currently the UW-Fox Valley SGA is trying to vote on a compromise and are considering okaying $25,000 instead of $40,000. Patti Wise stated that the UW Colleges never before offered mental health counseling, and reiterated the importance of it and that Student Segregated Fees with approval from the SGA is how it has been funded in the past. President Chase Boruch noted this as a priority for SGC and will be further discussed at the next SGC meeting and that Rhys Kuzdas would have an update to give the body.
G. It was determined that 8:00 am on Wednesday mornings would be an appropriate time to continue with SGC full body meetings. The next SGC Executive Board meeting was scheduled for Wednesday November 5, 2008 at 8:30 am, and the next SGC full body meeting was scheduled for Wednesday November 12, 2008 at 8:00am.
