3. Unfinished Business: Committee Coordinator Duties

4. New Business

B. SUFAC Summit
Geoff: If we are going to host a SUFAC Summit, we need to start spreading the word as soon as possible. I’ve already mentioned this event to people down at the UW Colleges Central Office and they are very happy that we’re doing this. We really need to reach out to the other campuses and tell them that we are doing this. United Council said they would like to be involved in some way. It would be nice if we could take a look at the segregated fee budgets for various campuses.

Matt: It might be nice for system legal to get involved, but that is another schedule we have to work around and more resources we’d use up.

Ryan: SGC should pass a resolution calling for a review of F50, similar to Dylan’s.

Rhys: I will take the lead on planning the SUFAC Summit, and we should have it on November 18th. I believe that we should have system legal involved with it. Policy F50 is something else that we definitely need to talk about. We can get people to volunteer to be on the SGC Budget Committee at the Summit.

C. SGC Constitution Committee
Geoff: We are going to avoid messing with the UW Colleges Constitution. However, we should make a lot of changes to our constitution and shoot for re-ratification on campuses. We need to create a “memo of understanding” in which the Presidents of all SGAS and the Chancellor sign on to, saying that SGC is the delegated official voice for students at the institutional level, that we have control over committees and budgeting as well. We don’t have to necessarily take it to the full UW Colleges Senate, but we do need the Chancellor and Provost to sign on. We should consult Michael Mosicke for help on all of this.

Matt: As chair of the SGC Constitution Committee, I believe that we should first work on the memo of understanding at first, and then the other Constitutional revisions.

D. SGC Budget/Budget Committee
Geoff: Right now, campuses pay $200.00 in dues to SGC. Our budget is around $7200.00 per year. We could make funding go by enrollment per campus. Stipends would be another thing to look at. 

Rhys: I believe stipends would encourage students to run for SGC.

Alfredo: Unless we can find other ways to raise money, the funding based on enrollment would be a good idea.

Kim: We should look for other avenues of revenue to fund SGC. We should look to even higher leadership roles with national organizations to help make SGC more of a perk to join.

E. SGC Website
Ryan: The UW Colleges Website is getting overhauled, and I suggested putting a “shared governance” tab on the new website. I sent minutes, agendas, and contact information for the SGC Executive Board to be put on the SGC website.
